
➀   Open a .psd file.

➁   Locate the "YOUR PHOTO" layer in the layers panel.

➂   Double-click on the thumbnail to open a new tab with a blank canvas.

➃   Add the desired photo to the blank canvas and Save.

➄   Close the window and you should see your project is beautifully created as a mockup.
       Repeat step ➁ - ➃ until you fill all photo frames, then export it as a jpg.

• All important elements (picture frames, important details and text)         

should be placed inside the safe zone.

• Any elements found outside the safe zone are subject to be cut o� or 

may be found too close to page edge in the final print.

• Full bleed images need to reach all the way to page edge (cover through 

the bleed area) or it may show a thin white area in the final print.

• Bleed area is the area to be trimmed. There is a +/- 1-2mm margin of error.
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
